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SECTION 1. These are the bylaws of Cordova Greens V Condominium
Association, Inc., hereinafter called "Association", a corporation not for
profit organized under the laws of the Stale of Flortda , the articles of
incorporation of which were filed in the office of the Secretary of State on
September 10, 1979 (the "Articles"), The Association has been organized for
the purpose of administering Cordova Greens V Condominium, hereinafter
referred to as the "Condominium", pursuant to the Florida Condominium Act
(the "Condominium Act").

ARTICLE II

The Association

SECTION 1. A person or persons or entity acqumng title to a unit in
the Condominium thereby becomes a member of the Association; membership in
the Association ceases when a member's title to a unit is conveyed.

SECTION 2. Place of Meeting. Meetings of the -. membership shall be
held at the office of the Association, or at such other suitable place
convenient to the membership as may be designated by the board of directors
of the Association.

SECTION 3. Meetings. Meetings of the membership of the Association
shall be held annually; such meetings shall be on the third (srd) Thursday of
April of each succeeding year unless otherwise determined by a majority of
the board of directors.

Special meetings of the members may be called by the president of the
Association, and shall be called by the president or secretary of the
Association at the request in writing of a majority of the board of directors,
or at the request in writing of ten percent 00%) of the unit owners. Such
requests shall state the purpose or purposes of the proposed meeting.
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SECTION 4. Notice of Meetings. It shall be the duty of the secretarlf
to post a notice of each annual or special meeting in a conspicuous place 0t1
the Condominium property and to mail a notice of such meeting, stating th~

time and place where it is to be held, to each member of record, at hiti
address as it appcarr on the membership beck of the Association I or if nv
such address appears, at his last known place of address at least two (27
weeks before the meeting. Notice of a meeting' may be waived by a unic
OWtllJY I ~,~~:-::~tn'.:e [~t !! ~2c:~Jg Dr.lJl constitute a waiver of notice of tht!

SECTION 5. Quorum. The presence in person or by proxy of uni];

right to cast one (1) vote. The vote of the unit owners representing IJ.

declaration of condominium of this Condominium (the "Declaration") or of thti!
Articles, or of these bylaws (the "Bylaws"), a different vote is required, 41
which case, such express provision shall govern and control.

SECTION 7. Proxies, A member may authorize' another person to aot
for him by proxy~h proxy must be signed by the member or hi~
attorney-in-fact. Such proxy is effective only for the original meeting for
which originally given and any lawfully adjourned meetings thereof. In nCl
event shall such proxy be valid for a period longer than ninety (90) day ~

after the date of the meeting for which it was given, Such proxy ill
revocable at any time by the unit owner executing it.

ARTICLE III

Board of Directors

SECTION 1. Number. The number of directors that shall constitute tht!
board shall not be less than three (3), and shall initially be three (3). Ths
number of directors may be increased by the unanimous vote of the board <\1
directors, or by the vote of the unit owners representing a majority of ths
units in the Condominium.

SECTION 2. Directors - Election, Directors shall be elected by A
plurality of the votes cast at the annual meeting of the Association. At a(l
election of directors, each member entitled to vote shall be entitled to votR
for as many nominees as there are vacancies to be filled.

SECTION 3. Removal of Directors. Any member of the board ~r

SECTION 7. t-lanagement Agent. The board of directors may employ for
the Association a management agentat a compensation established by the
board to assist the Association in carrying out its powers and duties by
performing such functions as the submission or proposals, collection of
assessments, preparation of records, enforcement of rules and maintenance,
repair and replacement of the common elements with funds as shall be made
available by the Association for such purposes, Provided, however, that the
Association, its officers and directors shall retain at all times the powers and
duties granted by the Articles of Incorporation, the condominium documents
and the Condominium Act. including, but not limited to, the making of
assessments. promulgation of rules and execution of contracts on behalf of the
Association.
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SECTION 8. com~nsation. No compensation shall be paid to directors
for their services as -er-« ectors , No remuneration shall be paid for a director
for services performed by him for the Association in any other capacity,
unless a resolution authorizing such remuneration shall have been unanimously
adopted by the Leard or directors before the services are undertaken.

5.EC!lON 9. ~leetings. Meetings of the board of directors shall be open
to all unit owners, and notice of such meetings shall be posted conspicuously
on the Condominium property at least forty-eight (48) hours in advance,
except in ali emergency. Regular meetings of the directors may be held at
such time and place as shall be determined, from time to time, by a majority
of the directors, but at least two (2) such meetings shall be held during each
fiscal year, and notice thereof shall be given to each director, personally or
by mail, telfC>phone or telegraph, at least thrp.p. (:l) clays prior to the day
named for such meeting'. Special meetings of the directors may be called by
the president on three (3) days' notice to each director, given personally or
by mail, telephone or telegraph, Which notice shall state the time. place and
purpose of the meeting. Special meetings of the board of directors shall be
called by the president or the secretary, in like manner and on like notice,
on the written request of at least two (2) directors.

SECTION 10. Waiver of Notice. A director may, in writing, waive notice
of a meeting of the board of directors, and attendance at such meeting shall
constitute a waiver of notice by him of the time and place thereof. If all the
directors are present at any meeting of the board, no notice shall be required
and any business may be transacted at such meeting.

SECTION 11. Quorum. At all meetings of the board of directors , a
majority of the directors shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of
business, and the acts of the majority of the directors present at a meeting
at which a quorum is present shall be the acts of the board of directors,
unless otherwise provided herein, or in the Articles or the Declaration.

SECTION 12. Fidelity Bonds. The board of directors shall require that
all officers and employees of the Association handling or responsible for
Association funds, as well as all employees of the management agent employed
by the Association, snail furnish adequate fidelity bonds. The premiums on
such bonds shall be paid by the Association. Such fidelity bonds shall name
the Association as an obligee I and shall be written in an amount equal to one
hundred fifty percent (150%) of the estimated annual operating expenses of
the Condominium, including reserves.

ARTICLE IV

Budget and Assessme~

SECTION 1. The annual budget of the Association shall be adopted by
the board of directors, SUbject to the right of the unit owners provided by
the Condominium Act, to call a special meeting to consider and enact a budget
in the case of an adopted budget requiring assessment against the unit
owners in an amount exceeding one hundred and fifteen percent (l15%) of the
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ARTeLE V

.Officers

SECTION 1. Designation of Officers. The principal officers of the
Association shaIl be a president. a secretary and a treasurer, all of whom
shall be elected by the board of directors. The board of directors may also
elect a vice-president, an assistant treasurer and an assistant secretary. and
such other officers as in their judgment may be desirable.

SECTION 2. Election of Officers. The officers of the Association shall
be elected annually by the board of directors at the organizational meeting of
each new board, and shall hold office at the pleasure of the board.

SECTION 3. Removal of Officers. Upon an affirmative vote of a
majority of the boardOf directors. any officer may be removed. either with or
without cause, and his successor elected at any regular meeting of the board
of directors, or at any special meeting of the board called for such purpose.

SECTION 4. President. The president shall be the chief executive
officer of the Assoclation. He shall preside at all meetings of the Association,
and he shall be a member of the board of directors. He shall have all of the
general powers and duties that are usually vested in the office of the
president of an association.

SECTION 5. Secretary. The secretary shall keep the minutes of all
meetings of the board of directors. and the minutes of all meetings of the
Association. Such minutes shall be available for inspection to all members of
the Association and of the board of directors. The secretary shall also have
charge of such books and papers as the board of directors may direct, and
shall perform all the duties normally incident to the office of the secretary of
an association.

SECTION 6. Treasurer. The treasurer shall have responsibility for
Association runds and securities. and shall be responsible for keeping full
and accurate accounts of all receipts and disbursements in books belonging to

,':
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the Association. He shall be responsible for the deposit of all monies and
other valuable effects in the name, and to the credit, of the Association in
such depositories as may from time to time be designated by the board ofdirectors.

ARtiCLE VI

Amendments

Unless (\t~erwise provided in the Condominium Act, the Declaration, or
the Articles, these Bylaws may be amended by resolution adopted by a
majority' of the board of directors or by unit owners representing a majority
of the units in the Condolllinium.
